 It was revealed to them that they were not serving 
themselves, but you, in these things which now have 
been announced to you through those who preached 
the gospel to you by the Holy Spirit sent from 
heaven—things into which angels long to look.

futile way of life inherited from your forefa-

 but with precious blood, as of a lamb un-
blemished and spotless, the blood of Christ.

 For He was foreknown before the founda-
tion of the world, but has appeared in these 
last times for the sake of you

 who through Him are believers in God, who 
raised Him from the dead and gave Him 
glory, so that your faith and hope are in God.
